The Navan Fair Alpaca Show is sanctioned under the Alpaca Canada Show System (ACSS)

Alpacas will be housed in tents east of the arena (#24 on the site map), available as of
Wednesday August 6 for out-of-town breeders bringing alpacas to the show. If you intend to bring
alpacas ahead of time, please contact Committee members to make arrangements. Supervision
of the tents will be available.

Rules and Regulations

¢ Alpaca exhibitors must provide proof of one million dollar liability with their registration or entries
may be refused.

e The Navan Fair Alpaca Show 2008 follows the ACSS. Rules and regulations are posted on
www.alpacainfo.ca

o All animals must be registered with CLAA entered in the name of the person/farm owning the
animal. A copy of the registration certificate must be available at registration time. All animals
must be in good health, with inoculations up-to-date. Proof of negative Pl test required with
registration.

¢ No alpacas under six (6) months of age may compete in the show.

o Fleeces for the fleece show must have a minimum of six (6) months of growth. Alpaca owners
are not expected to be present during the judging of the fleeces.

¢ Judge’s decision shall be final.

¢ No ranch, farm, person or alpaca logo or name shall be exhibited on the alpaca or handler
during the class presentation.

¢ Dress code is black pants and white shirt. No open-toed shoes are allowed in the ring.

¢ No children under 12 may handle adult alpacas in the show ring.

o Show Management reserves the right to determine any point not covered above, which may be
deemed necessary for the best interest of the show.

Yearlings 12 months to under 24 months | B 14 months to under 24 months

Seniors 36 months and over D 4 years of age to under 6 years of age

E 6 years of age and over

Fleece Show: Minimum staple length: 3 in (76 mm); Fleeces older 14 mo since shorn: disqualified.
